First Reading Acts 1:1-11

'In my former book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus began to do and to teach
*until the day he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions through the Holy
Spirit to the apostles he had chosen. *After his suffering, he presented himself to them
and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. He appeared to them over a peri-
od of forty days and spoke about the kingdom of God. *On one occasion, while he was
eating with them, he gave them this command: “Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for
the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about. >For John bap-
tized with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.”

®Then they gathered around him and asked him, “Lord, are you at this time going to
restore the kingdom to Israel?”

"He said to them: “It is not for you to know the times or dates the Father has set by
his own authority. *But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you;
and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the
ends of the earth.”



After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid him from
their sight.

“They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going, when suddenly two
men dressed in white stood beside them. "“Men of Galilee,” they said, “why do you
stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into
heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven.”

Second Reading Ephesians 4:7-16

7But to each one of us grace has been given as Christ apportioned it. *This is why it
says:

“When he ascended on high,
he took many captives
and gave gifts to his people.”

°(What does “he ascended” mean except that he also descended to the lower, earthly
regions? ’"He who descended is the very one who ascended higher than all the heav-
ens, in order to fill the whole universe.) "So Christ himself gave the apostles, the
prophets, the evangelists, the pastors and teachers, *to equip his people for works of
service, so that the body of Christ may be built up ®until we all reach unity in the
faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the
whole measure of the fullness of Christ.

“Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown
here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of people
in their deceitful scheming. “Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to be-
come in every respect the mature body of him who is the head, that is, Christ. ®From
him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, grows
and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.
